
Situated on the east coast of Asturias at the
foothills of the Picos de Europa Mountains,
Ribadesella has a wide range of attractions to
delight the most demanding of tourists:
scenery, history and nature, not to mention
the local food and drink, all of which are
centred around that most famous of Asturian
rivers, the River Sella.
Ribadesella is a quality town, articulated by
a broad promenade where the river, the
estuary and the sea accompany us on our walk
around several points of interest in the town:
the Guía vantage point, the Paseo del Puerto
Walk, the Paseo de los Vencedores del Sella

Walk, Playa de Santa Marina Beach, which
was awarded the prestigious Q Tourist Quality
mark. Along the latter, we find a spectacular
line of early 20th-century, Spanish-American
style houses built by the so-called “Indianos”
(wealthy emigrants returned from the
Americas). Neither must we
forget the dinosaur route at
Punta`l Pozu.
The local countryside is full of
places worth visiting: popular
architecture and old family
estates are dotted around a
landscape dominated by small
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coves of extraordinary beauty, caves with
spectacular geological formations or dramatic
cliffs, with their amazing “bufones”
(pressurised pillars of water that gush through
holes in rock formations along the coast).
The River Sella is the canoer’s and angler’s
paradise. Apart from the famous canoe
descents, other active tourism pursuits include
caving, hiking, horse riding and golf.
The wall paintings in Tito Bustillo cave reflect
the varied fauna that populated these lands
in prehistoric times. Beside the cave there is
a Palaeolithic Art Interpretive Centre that
provides visitors with an excellent insight into

the environment that gave rise to these
paintings.
The stately hotels in the old quarter of the
town are further complemented by an
attractive rural tourism infrastructure that
enables the visitor to enjoy the peace and quiet
of the countryside without having to forfeit
the comfort of first class accommodation.
Restaurants and cider bars are to be found
all around the town, providing locals and
visitors alike with a delicious variety of
genuinely, top quality f ish dishes,
complemented by the delights of an excellent
local cuisine.
